This cylindrical, handle-less teapot is
designed to keep the look as minimal-
ist as possible, while still allowing you
to hold the hot vessel in your hand and
pour the tea. The separation between
the ring handle and the teapot’'s body
effectively prevents immediate heat
transfer, ensuring a comfortable and
safe tea-serving experience. It required
precise dimensional manufacturing
techniques to ensure that it was inte-
grated with the indurstiral tea sieve.
